· Remove debris (plastic wrapping or wood from
  pallets) from floor and from troughs in the guide
  rails.
· Remove rubbish from wheel units, wheels and
  motors.
· The product stored should not weigh more than
  the maximum load for which the system was
  designed.
· Store your products on good quality pallets or
  crates.
· Have the pallets placed evenly across the load
  beams.
